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ICT spend beats recession, up to $19.3bn

Mew Zealand computer and
communication equipment buyers have
not been put off by the recession, with
new figures showing a 3 per cent rise in
ICT sales during the 2008 financial year.

Statistics NZ said this morning that
$19.3 billion was spent on ICT during
the 12 months, a similar growth rate

seen in the previous year. i pending on IC

The top two commodities for ICT sales
were telecommunication and program
distribution services, with $5.8 billion,
while computer and related equipment clocked in at 53.6 billion.

Domestic sales of ICT goods and services rose 4 per cent to $17.9 billion in
2008, but export sales of ICT goods and services fell 8 per cent to 51.4
billion.
